
TASMANIAN SCHOOLS ROWING ASSOCIATION
BY-LAWS

1.
(a)
The Tasmanian Schools Rowing Association (TSRA) shall conduct the North-west Schools Rowing Regatta and the Tasmanian Schools Rowing Championships at the Lake Barrington International Rowing Course, and the Southern Schools Rowing Regatta at Franklin during each season at dates approved at the Annual General Meeting of the Association conducted prior to that rowing season.

(b) Any regattas to be conducted in a rowing season in addition to those mentioned in 1(a) may be conducted as approved at the Annual General Meeting.

2. An organising sub-committee shall be appointed by the Association, under the chair of the President, to undertake the organisation and conduct of regattas on behalf of the Association (officials, programs, broadcasting, publicity, motor boats etc.), and shall have power to make all decisions on all matters not covered by these By-laws.

Entries, including full details of all crews, are to close at midnight on the 
Monday of the week preceding the week of the regatta, or at such other time as determined by the Regatta Secretary.
(b) After the conduct of a draw for the regatta, The Regatta Secretary will accept late entries up to 30 minutes prior to the regatta starting time, provided there are spare lanes for the event concerned.

4. Entry seat fees for all rowers (excluding coxswains) shall be as determined at the Annual General Meeting of the Association prior to each season.

5. Where practicable there shall be the same events for boys and girls over the following distances:

(a)
Schools may enter only one crew in fours (firsts).
(b) No rower may be entered in more than one of fours (firsts) and fours (seconds).

(c) No rower shall be entered in more than one Single Sculls event.

(d) No rower shall be entered in more than one Double Scull event, except:

(i) to make up numbers in a different age bracket where no other eligible rower of that school is available; or

(ii) to row in an Adaptive event

(e)
In any of the Single and Double Scull events at the Southern Schools Regatta and the Tasmanian Schools Championships, the first eight (8) entries from each School will be guaranteed a place in the draw. If, after the first eight entries from each school are taken, there are spare lanes in a heat or a division, those spare lanes shall be filled by a ballot, to be conducted by the Regatta Secretary, of any additional crews entered.
7. Weight, age limit and gender do not apply to coxswains.

8. Participating rowers and coxswains shall, at the time of competing, be currently attending a School as defined by Section 2 of the Constitution, on a full-time basis. Rowers must compete for the School or College which they are attending.
9. (a)
A rower ceases to be Under 13, 14, 15 or 16 on the 31st December in the year that they turn 13, 14 15 or 16 respectively.

(b) An Open School Competitor is one who qualifies as Under 21 (Youth) pursuant to the Rowing Australia Racing Rules.

10. So far as they are consistent with the terms of these By-laws the laws of boat racing as laid down by Rowing Tasmania Inc. shall be observed.

Aggregate trophies will be awarded on the following points system:

1st Place

5 points

2nd Place

3 points

3rd Place

2 points

4th Place

1 point.

(b) Finals of events or divisions only are to carry points.

(c) The following aggregate trophies will be awarded:

Girls Overall Aggregate 

All girls events
(ii)
Girls Underage Aggregate
Under 13, 14, 15 and 16 girls’ events

Boys Overall Aggregate

All boys’ events

Boys Underage Aggregate
Under 13, 14, 15 and 16 boys’ events

(a)
If there are more entries for any event than can be rowed on the course, then 

heats shall be rowed in the Tasmanian Schools’ Championships and in divisions at any other regatta.

(b) At the Tasmanian Schools’ Championships, and if time permits as shall be determined by the Organising Committee,  semi-finals may be rowed if there are four or more heats in an event.

(c) Heats of eights events shall be conducted over 1500 m

(d) Heats and semi-finals of all events other than eights events shall be conducted over 1000 m or 500 m as provided in by-law 5.

13.
(a)
The North West Schools Regatta and the Tasmanian Schools Rowing 



Championships shall each be rowed over two days.
(b) The Southern Schools Rowing Regatta shall be rowed on a Saturday only unless entries increase to the point where a second day becomes necessary.

14. All schools holding perpetual trophies shall return such trophies to the Secretary one month before the regatta.

15.
(a)
In divisions and heats at the Southern Schools Rowing Regatta and 

the Tasmanian Schools Rowing Championships, a substitution may be made for a single sculler by giving written notification to the Regatta Secretary at least one hour before the race.

(b) In divisions, heats and straight finals, a crew can replace up to fifty percent (50%) of their rowers by giving written notice to the Regatta Secretary at least one hour before the race.

(c) No substitution is allowed for a single sculler in a final.

(d) No change may be made to the rower in a crew that has already raced in a heat of its event except in the case of serious illness or accident to a rower, with such change to be reported to the Regatta Secretary for ratification at least one hour before the final.
16. A petite final may be held at the Tasmanian Schools Rowing Championships in events where there are more than 16 entries received, subject to programming restraints as determined by the Organising Committee.

17. Entries may be accepted for composite crews, subject to the following guidelines:

(a) A school does not have sufficient numbers to enter a crew in a particular age-group in its own right

(b) Schools should not form a composite crew if they have sufficient numbers to enter a crew of their own.

(c) Entries of composite crews are to be ratified by the Organising Committee.

(d) Rowers in composite crews are to row in their school colours.

(e) For composite crews, aggregate points, as specified in by-law 11, shall be allocated to schools proportionally according to the number of each schools’ rowers (not including the coxswain) in the boat.

18. All matters in these by-laws requiring a decision at the prior Annual general Meeting of the Association may be referred by a vote at the Annual General Meeting to the committee for a subsequent decision, and such subsequent decision shall be communicated to the members and delegates by no later than the 1st November following the Annual General Meeting.

(a)
Changes to these by-laws may be made at the Annual General Meeting or any Special General Meeting called for that purpose, provided that notice of such proposed changes has been circulated to all members and delegates at least two weeks prior to the meeting
(b) Any changes to these by-laws require the approval by at least a two-thirds majority of eligible votes at the meeting.

(c) Additional changes, tabled at the meeting called, may be accepted for discussion and resolution at the discretion of the Chair.
