GUIDELINES FOR THE ACCEPTANCE OF COMPOSITE CREWS:

1. The acceptance of any composite entry is at the sole discretion of the Regatta Manager in consultation with the organising Committee.

2. No composite crew entry will be accepted where it is apparent that members of that crew have been selected based on or with the intent of enhancing the performance of a crew. The spirit of the composite crew provision is based on providing the opportunity for rowers from schools who have insufficient numbers from their own ranks to lodge an entry in their own right to compete, particularly in larger boats.

3. In lodging a composite entry,  and to enable the discretion of acceptance to be exercised, the following information is to be provided at the time of lodgement of an entry:

(a) Full and detailed circumstances leading to the lodgement of the entry 

(b) Information as to availability of all rowers in the age group and gender from the School seeking the entry;

(c) If the composite crew entered has rowed together all season as a Club crew, then this information  should be lodged at the time of entry;

(d) Such other reasonable information as may be required by the Regatta Manager.

4. If the information outlined in guideline 2 (a) and (b) is not presented at the time of lodgement of the composite entry, then the entry will be rejected.

5. If the information requested by the Regatta Manager under guideline 2 (c) is not provided within 24 hours of the request being conveyed to the lodging school, then the entry will be rejected.

6. A maximum of five schools only may be represented in a Composite crew.

7. Special circumstances apply to a change of crew notified after the close of entries, including notifications made on the day of racing as a result of injury or medical condition, resulting in the original entry becoming a composite crew:

(a) The school notifying the crew change is to provide the information required under guideline 2;

(b) In the case of injury to a rower, or a medical condition, which prevents a rower from competing, a medical certificate ;

8. Composite crews will row in their individual school colours.
