This regatta will take place over two days with heats (time trials) and semi-finals on the Saturday and finals on the Sunday.
1.
CONDITIONS OF ENTRY
a) All rowers and coxswains must be full-time students currently enrolled at a secondary school or matriculation college. Students must compete for the school or college which they are attending.
b) Every rower in an under-age event must be under the appropriate age on 31st December, 2008
i.e.

c)

A rower shall be entered in not more than one single scull; a rower shall be entered in not more than one double scull, except to make up numbers in a different age bracket where no other eligible rower of that school is available, or to row in an Adaptive event.

d) No rower shall be entered in more than one of the fours (firsts) and fours (second) (i.e. girls in only one of event 1 and 3; boys in only one of event 38 and 40)

e)
In any 1x and 2x event, the first eight (8) entries from each school will be guaranteed a place in the draw. If, after the first eight entries from each school are taken, spare lanes exist in a division, those spare lanes shall be filled by a ballot of any additional crews entered. Due to the ballot, some schools may miss out on their additional crews. Please label all crews in 1x and 2x events as letters or numbers, as this will give an indication of which are the first eight (8) entries, and which entries are additional.
f) Schools may enter only one crew in the fours (firsts) – girls: event 1; boys: event 40.

g) There are no age or weight limits for coxswains.

Entries may be accepted for composite crews. This is intended to allow rowers to compete when their school does not have the numbers to enter a crew in a particular age group. Schools should not form a composite crew if they have sufficient rowers to enter a crew of their own. Rowers in composite crews shall row in their school colours.

4.   SUBSTITUTIONS
a) In heats, a substitution may be made for a single sculler, by giving written notification to the Regatta Manager at least one hour before the race.

b) No substitution is allowed for a single sculler in a final.

c) In heats and straight finals, a crew can replace up to fifty per cent of its rowers by giving written notification of the names to the Regatta Manager at least one hour before the race.

d) No change may be made to the rowers of a crew which has already raced in a heat of its event, except in the case of serious illness or accident to a rower (to be ratified by the Regatta Manager at least one hour before the final).

a) There are perpetual trophies for most events.

b) There will be certificates for members of winning crews in all events.  Where there are heats, certificates will be awarded to members of the winning crew in the main finals.
