1. CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

a)  
All rowers and coxswains must be full-time students currently enrolled at                  a secondary school.  Rowers, and coxswains, must compete for the school or college which they are attending

Every Rower in an under-age event must be under the appropriate age on 31st December 2011. i.e.:

c) 
A rower shall be entered in not more than one single scull; a rower shall be entered in not more than one double scull, except to make up numbers in a different age bracket where no other eligible rower of that school is available, or to row in an Adaptive event.
d) Entries may be accepted for composite crews. This is intended to allow rowers to compete when their school does not have the numbers to enter a crew in a particular age-group. Schools should not form a composite crew if they have sufficient numbers to enter a crew of their own. Rowers, and coxswains, in composite crews shall compete in their school colours.
