STATE REPRESENTATION CODE
This document should be read in conjunction with the specific event supplement for the crew/team in which you are seeking selection.  These are available from the State Development Officer or TRC website; www.rowingtasmania.asn.au
Introduction
Rowing Tasmania is regularly invited to send teams to participate in inter-state or transnational competitions that may occur on an annual, bi-annual or occasional basis.  The teams participating in these events are representative of the State and this document outlines what may be expected by those individuals participating in the selection process or a Tasmanian representative team. 
Regular State Representative Events
Rowing Tasmania regular participates with a State team in the following events:
1. The National Interstate Regatta
Conducted on an annual basis between all Australian States
· The Bicentennial Trophy – Women’s Youth Eight (Under 21)

· The Wilkinson Cup – Men’s Youth Eight (Under 21)

· The Victoria Cup – Women’s Lightweight Coxless Quad scull

· The Penrith Cup – Men’s Lightweight Coxless Four

· The Nell Slatter Trophy – Women’s Single Scull

· The President’s Cup – Men’s Single Scull

· The ULVA Trophy & Queen’s Cup – Women’s Eight

· The King’s Cup – Men’s Eight

An overall point score of these events is conducted with the highest point scorer being awarded the Rowing Australia Cup.

2. Australasian Youth Cup 

Conducted on an annual basis with representative teams from all Australian States, New Zealand North and South Islands.

· A women’s squad of 9 rowers (6 heavyweights, 2 lightweights, 1 lightweight reserve) and 1 coxswain are selected to compete in a variety of sweep and sculling boats for this event

· A men’s squad of 9 rowers (6 heavyweights, 2 lightweights, 1 lightweight reserve) and 1 coxswain are selected to compete in a variety of sweep and sculling boats for this event

An overall point score of these events is conducted with the highest point scorer being awarded the Rusty Robertson Trophy. 
1. Australian Youth Olympic Festival

Conducted on a bi-annual basis between with representative teams from all Australian States, New Zealand North and South Islands.
· A women’s squad of 8 rowers and 1 coxswain are selected to compete in a variety of boats for this event

· A men’s squad of 8 rowers and 1 coxswain are selected to compete in a variety boats for this event

An overall point score of these events is conducted.

Objectives of Tasmanian State Team Selection
1. To select competitive crews and coaches to represent Tasmania in State representative teams for the events listed above and any other such events that may occur from time to time

2. To provide the best athletes/coaches in Tasmania with the opportunity to represent their State

3. To win the events in which the Tasmanian State Team participate
Eligibility for Selection
To be eligible for selection into a Tasmanian State Team the following criteria must be satisfied:

1. All nominees must be a current registered member of a Tasmanian Rowing Club and the Tasmanian Rowing Council Inc 
2. Athletes and Coxswains must be able to satisfy the State of Origin Rule of Rowing Australia Inc
3. In age and weight restricted events athletes and coxswains should check the specific event supplement to ensure they are eligible

4. All nominees should be able to demonstrate adherence to and endorse the TRC Code of Conduct (available from the TRC website under Documents)
5. All rowers must declare or confirm their nomination on the appropriate form which will be made available along with a closing deadline with the specific event supplements

6. Nominees must be available for selection activities as outlined by the specific event supplement and any such additional testing as may be directed by the selectors 
7. The TRC State Selectors reserve the right to accept late nominations from any rower, coxswain or coach who has been unable to attend or complete the selection activities for any reason, or who can show that they have attained the requisite selection standard
Selection Policy Rationale and Selection Activities

The selection criteria will vary from event to event and year to year.  Specific event supplements will be posted on the TRC website no later than 3 week prior to close of nominations.

Overall selection activities are designed:

1. To provide a framework to meet the objectives outlined in this document

2. To assess candidates both on and off the water

3. To work in conjunction where applicable with the NTC and National Selection policy

Selectors
The three State Selectors:

1. Are appointed by the TRC as per rule 11.1.3 of the TRC Inc By-Laws

2. Are charged with the responsibility of selecting, in consultation with the NTC Head Coach, the best crews to represent Tasmania.  

3. Will detail the activities that need to be undertaken by the athletes and coaches in order to be considered for State Selection.  The specific method of selection for each event shall be ratified by the Tasmanian Rowing Council.

4. Will apply their judgement in the selection of the crews using the information from the selection activities as well as any other information deemed relevant in the selection, in their opinion, of the best possible crew.

5. May co-opt the assistance of a selected coach or coaches in the final selection of a squad or crew

6. May make changes to the composition of a selected squad, crew or coach based on performance or for disciplinary reasons

7. In the event of the need to make a replacement of an athlete or coach, for whatever reason, may choose an alternative athlete without recourse to a formal selection procedure

Selection of Coxswains
Coxswains will be selected on the following basis:
1. Satisfaction of the Eligibility criteria outlined in this document

2. Crew management abilities

3. Strategic race communication

4. Proven ability to make weight

5. Proven steering ability

6. Coach input

7. Past and present performance in training and competition especially at training camps, national championships, other nominated selection trials and previous national and international events
Selection of Coaches

The following criteria will be used for the selection of coaches:

1. Satisfaction of the Eligibility criteria outlined in this document

2. Minimum of a Level 2 NCAS accreditation

3. Previous coaching record

4. Crew management abilities

5. Availability to coach the selected crew as directed by the Team Manager

6. Be able to coach outside their club if necessary

7. Be fully conversant with modern technique, training methods and rigging

8. Be prepared to cooperate with the NTC Head Coach, the selectors, State Development Officer, Team Manager and other Team coaches

Exemptions

Requests for Exemptions must:
1. Be made in writing or by email to the State Team Manager (as detailed in the specific event supplement for which you are seeking selection)

2. Be made prior to the date of the event/test for which you are seeking exemption
3. be accompanied by a medical certificate if the reason for exemption is due to illness or injury

Expectations of Tasmanian Team Representatives

The Tasmanian State Team representatives will be recommended to the TRC by the State Selectors for ratification.  These teams are made up of the best athletes and coaches within the State and should demonstrate appropriate commitment and behaviour accordingly.

Tasmanian State Team representatives should:

1. Be prepared to undertake the specified training for participation in the State crew as set out by the squad coaches in consultation with the State Selectors.  This is compulsory for all to attend unless otherwise agreed with the State Team Manager
2. Pay any levies towards the costs of representation as specified by the TRC (see TRC By-Laws 18.1).  These levies must be paid no less than 5 days prior to the date of the competition or the date of departure of the Tasmanian Team for that regatta, whichever occurs first (see TRC By-Law 18.2)

3. Stay with the State Team throughout the events and adhere to the directions of the Team Manager

4. The TRC have the power to disqualify from further inter-state representation any team member who, having been selected by the State for representation, withdraws from representation without reasonable cause or excuse (See TRC By-Law 17.1)

It is the responsibility of potential nominees, nominees and team members to check the TRC website for updates relating to State team selection and activities in which they may be interested or involved in.
